She
was selling her new book Full of
Grace. I bought a copy. Once you are
filled with the love of Christ and Holy
Mother Church you just want
everyone to know and feel the same
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way. I loved the book so much I later
ordered 25 copies to pass along to
family and friends and sometimes just
a woman I would see at daily Mass. |
later bought more copies and brought
them along to the local women’s
prison.

“A few years later I heard about
the study and figured I was not the
only one who had been touched by this
book. To date I have seen 24 women
graduate from the class and am now
facilitating in my new parish. It has
been wonderful to see the ladies grow
through the class, learning so many
things about our faith that they either
missed or forgot during their earlier
education in school. The ladies seem
to love the stories of
the saints and the
many prayers and
quotations in the
workbook. My most
gratifying fruit was
to see a lady be
convicted to get her
child baptized and
others who wanted to
go to confession
whether it was for the
first time or after
many years had
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lapsed since their last confession.”

Sharon Ganley, who attended one
of the classes, said: “I enjoyed the class
tremendously; I have grown on a
spiritual path I thought would never
happen....... In the last four months I
have seen miracles. They are all
around us! We just have to look and
thank the Lord.

“In class we were asked to write a
prayer for the Lord. My husband
helped me, we put our ideas together.
The prayer was from the heart and it
meant more to me then any gift my
husband could have given. What a gift
from God to be able to share my
growth in faith with him. The Lord is
coming in loud and clear!”

Fran Werner says she received a
special “connection” through the
study. “I had taken Bible study and
Apologetics courses before but never
felt the connection to God and Mary
the way that I have experienced
through Women of Grace,” she said.

“I feel chosen by God; blessed
with the gifts and graces I need to bring
the love of Christ to the world. I only
wish that I had been able to take this
study when I was younger because [
feel as though I still have a long way
to go to be able to use God’s blessings
to make a difference.
